Edward Marvin Evans, 93, was born Nov. 15, 1917, on a ridgetop adjacent to
Cave Creek in Dallas County. He died Jan. 22, 2011, at his home in the
Flatwoods community, after struggling with advanced cancer. 
He attended Cedar Ridge School from first to third grade and fifth to seventh
grade, and London Smoke School in fourth grade. 
He was united in marriage with Ruby May Peppers on Nov. 1, 1941. 
He was inducted into the U.S. Army on June 17, 1942, and served in North
Africa and Italy during World War II. He participated in six major battles and
campaigns: Algerian-French Moroccan, Tunisian, Po Valley, North Apennines,
Naples-Foggia and Rome-Arno, and was awarded six Bronze Stars. 
After the war, he and his wife moved to the Flatwoods community and had two
children. They farmed for several years, and he retired from H.D. Lee in
Lebanon. 
He enjoyed fishing, hunting, hounds and cutting sprouts. During his later years
he especially enjoyed fishing with his daughter-in-law, Rebecca, and visiting
with his neighbors: Joe Huntley, Jeanie, Clayton and Cody O’Quinn and
Christy, Matthew and Derrick Van Druff. 



He was preceded in death by his parents; two brothers: Arvel and Leland; and
one sister, Lena Allen. 
Survivors include his children: Howard Paul and wife, Rebecca Evans, and
Katheryn Pauline and husband, Roua Eliott; two sisters: Ruth Crawford and
Dorothy Randleman; and one grandson, Travis and wife, Hollie Elliott.
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
